CONSTITUTION

OF

GREATER PEORIA AMVETS POST #64

PREAMBLE

WE, THE AMERICAN VETERANS OF WORLDWAR II, KOREA, VIETNAM AND THOSE WHO SERVED

OR ARE SERVING IN THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED STATES THEREAFTER, FULLY

REALIZING OUR RESPONSIBILITY TO OUR COMMUNITY, OUR STATE AND TO OUR NATION,

ASSOCIATE OURSELVES FOR THE FOLLOWING PURPOSES: TO UPHOLD AND DEFEND THE

CONSTITUTION OF THE UNITED STATES; TO SAFEGUARD THE PRINCIPLES OF FREEDOM,

LIBERTY AND JUSTICE FOR ALL; TO PROMOTE THE CAUSE OF PEACE AND GOODWILL AMONG

NATIONS; TO MAINTAIN INVIOLATE THE FREEDOM OF OUR COUNTRY; TO PRESERVE THE

FUNDAMENTALS OF DEMOCRACY; TO PERPETUATE THE FRIENDSHIP AND ASSOCIATIONS OF

THESE VETERANS; AND TO DEDICATE OURSELVES TO THE CAUSE OF MUTUAL ASSISTANCE,

THIS BY THE GRACE OF GOD.

ARTICLE I

THE NAME OF THIS ORGANIZATION SHALL BE AMVETS (AMERICAN VETERANS OF WORLDWAR II,

KOREA AND VIETNAM, AND THOSE WHO SERVED OR ARE SERVING IN THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED STATES THEREAFTER) AND IT SHALL BE HEREINAFTER REFERRED TO AS AMVETS.

ARTICLE II

THE AIMS AND PURPOSES OF THIS ORGANIZATION ARE AS FOLLOWS:

1. TO SERVE OUR COUNTRY IN PEACE AS IN WAR; TO BUILD AND MAINTAIN THE WELFARE OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA TOWARD LASTING PROSPERITY AND PEACE FOR ALL IT'S INHABITANTS.

2. TO ENCOURAGE, IN KEEPING WITH THE POLICIES OF OUR GOVERNMENT, THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A CONCRETE PLAN TO SECURE PERMANENT INTERNATIONAL PEACE AND TO ASSIST IN THE MAINTENANCE OF INTERNATIONAL PEACE. 

3. TO INSPIRE IN OUR MEMBERSHIP A SENSE OF RESPONSIBILITY AND TO DEVELOP      LEADERSHIP, FOR THE PRESERVATION OF OUR AMERICAN DEMOCRATIC WAY OF LIFE.

4. TO HELP UNIFY DIVERGENT GROUPS IN THE OVERALL INTEREST OF AMERICAN DEMOCRACY.

5. TO TRAIN OUR YOUTH TO BECOME PURPOSEFUL CITIZENS IN A DEMOCRACY WITH FULL KNOWLEDGE OF THE RESPONSIBILITIES AS WELL AS THE PRIVILEGES OF CITIZENSHIP.

6. TO COOPERATE WITH ALL DULY RECOGNIZED EXISTING VETERANS ORGANIZATIONS IN THE 

FUTHERANCE OF THE AIMS OF WORLD WAR II, KOREA AND VIETNAM VETERANS, AND THOSE 

WHO SERVED OR ARE SERVING IN THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED STATE THEREAFTER.

7. TO INSURE THE ORDERLY RETURN OF THE VETERAN TO CIVILIAN LIFE BY PROTECTING 

HIS RIGHTS AS AN INDIVIDUAL WHILE HE IS STILL IN UNIFORM.

8. TO EXPEDITE AND ASSIST IN THE REHABILITATION OF THE VETERAN BY MAINTENANCE OF EMPLOYMENT SERVICES, SPONSORING EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITIES AND PROVIDING COUNCIL OR INSURANCE, HOUSING, RECREATION, PERSONAL PROBLEMS, HOSPITALIZATION AND VETERAN BENEFITS.

9. TO ACT AS LIAISON AGENT BETWEEN THE VETERAN AND THE GOVERNMENT.

ARTICLE II CONTINUED

10. TO PROVIDE AN ORGANIZATION TO ENCOURAGE FELLOWSHIP AMONG ALL VETERANS OF WORLD WAR II, KOREA AND VIETNAM, AND THOSE WHO SERVED OR ARE SERVING IN THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED STATE THEREAFTER.

11. TO KEEP THE PUBLIC FOREVER REMINDED THAT THE VETERANS OF WORLD WAR II, KOREA AND VIETNAM, AND THOSE WHO SERVED OR ARE SERVING IN THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED STATES THEREAFTER, FOUGHT AND SERVED TO PRESERVE PEACE, LIBERTY AND DEMOCRACY OF THEIR NATION.

ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1. ANY PERSON WHO SERVED OR IS CURRENTLY SERVING IN THE ARMED FORCES OF 

THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA AT ANY TIME AFTER SEPTEMBER 15, 1940, IS ELIGIBLE FOR REGULAR MEMBERSHIP IN AMVETS PROVIDING SUCH SERVICE, WHEN TERMINATED BY DISCHARGE OR RELEASE FROM ACTIVE DUTY, BE BY HONORABLE DISCHARGE, HONORABLE SEPARATION, OR GENERAL DISCHARGE UNDER HONORABLE CONDITIONS. ANY AMERICAN CITIZEN, AS AN AMERICAN CITIZEN, WHO SERVED IN THE ARMED FORCES OF AN ALLIED NATION OF THE UNITED STATES AT ANY TIME AFTER SEPTEMBER 15, 1940 IS ELIGIBLE FOR REGULAR MEMBERSHIP IN AMVETS PROVIDING SUCH SERVICE, WHEN TERMINATED BY DISCHARGE OR RELEASE FROM ACTIVE DUTY BE BY HONORABLE DISCHARGE OR SEPARATION.  NO PERSON WHO IS A MEMBER OF, OR WHO ADVOCATES THE PRINCIPLES OF ANY ORGANIZIATION BELIEVING IN OR WORKING FOR THE OVERTHROW OF THE UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT BY FORCE, AND NO PERSON WHO REFUSES TO UPHOLD AND DEFEND THE CONSTITUTION OF THE UNITED STATES, SHALL BE PRIVILEGED TO BECOME OR CONTINUE TO BE A MEMBER OF THIS ORGANIZATION. ALL UNITED STATES RESERVISTS AND NATIONAL GUARDSMEN WHO ARE NOW SERVING OR HAVE BEEN HONORABLY DISCHARGED SINCE SEPTEMBER 15, 1940 ARE ELIGIBLE FOR REGULAR MEMBERSHIP IN AMVETS PROVIDED SUCH SERVICE, WHEN TERMINATED BY DISCHARGE OR RELEASE FROM ACTIVE DUTY BE BY HONORABLE DISCHARGE OR HONORABLE SEPARATION.

SECTION 2. THERE SHALL BE BUT ONE FORM OF MEMBERSHIP AND THAT SHALL BE AN ACTIVE REGULAR MEMBERSHIP.

SECTION 3. NO PERSON SHALL BE A MEMBER OF MORE THAN ONE POST AT ANY ONE TIME. NO PERSON EXPELLED BY ONE POST SHALL BE ELIGIBLE FOR MEMBERSHIP IN ANY OTHER POST WITHOUT THE CONSENT OF THE EXPELLING POST OR THE CONSENT OF THE DEPARTMENT EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE. ANY MEMBER IN GOOD STANDING MAY CHANGE HIS POST AND MAY JOIN A NEW POST WITHOUT PAYING CURRENT ANNUAL DUES.

SECTION 4. THERE SHALL BE A STANDING COMMITTEE ON MEMBERSHIP UNDER THE DIRECTION OF THE SENIOR VICE COMMANDER WITH THREE (3) OTHER MEMBERS APPOINTED BY THE COMMANDER. THE DUTIES OF THE COMMITTEE WILL BE TO ASSURE NEW MEMBERS AND TO INVESTIGATE APPLICATIONS FOR MEMBERSHIP.

SECTION 5. PROOF OF ELIGIBILITY FOR MEMBERSHIP IN AMVETS SHALL BE IN THE FORM OF A COPY OF DD FORM 214, CERTIFICATE OF RELEASE OR DISCHARGE FROM ACTIVE DUTY, OR LIKE CERTIFIED DOCUMENT, INDICATING A PERIOD OF HONORABLE ACTIVE SERVICE.  PERSONS PRESENTLY SERVING ON ACTIVE DUTY WILL BE REQUIRED TO PRODUCE A COPY OF THEIR DD FORM 214, TO THEIR POST OF MEMBERSHIP, WITHIN SIXTY (60) DAYS FOLLOWING SEPARATION OR RELEASE FROM ACTIVE DUTY. FAILURE TO DO SO MAY RESULT IN LOSS OF MEMBERSHIP PRIVILEGES. DD FORM 214 WILL BE REVIEWED BY POST COMMANDER, SENIOR VICE COMMANDER, MEMBERSHIP DIRECTOR, AND ADJUTANT OF THE POST FOR VERIFICATION OF ELIGIBILITY FOR MEMBERSHIP IN AMVETS.

ARTICLE IV

OFFICERS

SECTION 1. THE BUSINESS AND MANAGEMENTOF POST #64 AND IT'S AFFAIRS SHALL BE VESTED INTHE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE. THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE SHALL CONSIST OF ALL PERMANENT 

CHAIRMEN OF COMMITTEES IN ADDITION TO THE OFFICERS OF THE POST, THE CLUB MANAGER AND

DIRECTORS OF THE CORPORATION.

SECTION 2. ALL BUSINESS AFFAIRS AND ACTIVITIES FOR GREATER PEORIA AMVET POST #64 

SHALL COME UNDER THE NOT-FOR-PROFIT ILLINOIS CORPORATION KNOWN AS GREATER PEORIA AMVETS POST #64, IN WHICH ALL MEMBERS OF THE POST ARE MEMBERS OF SAID CORPORATION.

SECTION 3. OFFICERS OF THIS POST SHALL BE: COMMANDER, SENIOR VICE COMMANDER, JUNIOR VICE COMMANDER, ADJUTANT, FINANCE OFFICER, CHAPLAIN, JUDGE ADVOCATE, PUBLIC RELATIONS OFFICER, PROVOST MARSHALL, SERVICE AND REHABILITATION OFFICER, AND OTHER OFFICERS AS MAY BE DEEMED NECESSARY OF THIS ORGANIZATION.

SECTION 4. INSTALLATION OF OFFICERS MUST BE HELD PRIOR TO STATE CONVENTION.

SECTION 5. ALL COMMITTEE CHAIRMEN AND COMMITTEE MEMBERS SHALL BE APPOINTED BY THE COMMANDER WITH THE APPROVAL OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE FOR THE TERM OF THE COMMANDER.

ARTICLE V

FINANCE

SECTION 1. THE REVENUE OF THE POST SHALL BE DERIVED FROM MEMBERSHIP FEES – ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP DUES AND FROM SUCH OTHER SOURCES AS MAY BE APPROVED BY THE MEMBERSHIP PRESENT AT THE MEETING. THE AMOUNT OF SUCH MEMBERSHIP AND AMOUNT OF SUCH ANNUAL POST DUES SHALL BE FIXED AND DETERMINED BY THIS POST.

SECTION 2. ALL MONEY-RAISING ACTIVITIES MUST FIRST BE APPROVED BY THE GENERAL

MEMBERSHIP.

ARTICLE VI

AMENDMENTS

SECTION 1. AMENDMENTS TO THIS CONSTITUTION MUST BE SUBMITTED IN WRITING AT A GENERAL MEETING AND READ TO THE ASSEMBLY. AT THE NEXT GENERAL MEETING, THE AMENDMENT MAY BE ADOPTED BY A MAJORITY VOTE OF THOSE PRESENT. THE MEMBERSHIP WILL BY NOTIFIED OF PENDING CHANGES PRIOR TO ANY ACTION BEING TAKEN.

ARTICLE VII

ELECTION AND APPOINTMENT OF OFFICERS

SECTION 1. A COMMANDER, SENIOR VICE COMMANDER, JUNIOR VICE COMMANDER, ADJUTANT, FINANCE OFFICER, JUDGE ADVOCATE AND PROVOST MARSHALL SHALL BE ELECTED ANNUALLY BY THE MEMBERS OF THE POST. A CHAPLAIN, PUBLIC RELATIONS OFFICER, AND SERVICE AND REHABILITATION OFFICER SHALL BE APPOINTED ANNUALLY BY THE NEWLY ELECTED COMMANDER WITH THE MAJORITY APPROVAL OF THE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP. ALL ELECTED OFFICERS SHALL BE ELECTED ANNUALLY BY THE MEMBERS AND THEY SHALL SERVE A TERM OF ONE (1) YEAR. ALL OFFICERS WHO ARE REQUIRED BY THE BY-LAWS TO BE ELECTED SHALL BE NOMINATED FROM THE FLOOR AT THE LAST GENERAL MEETING IN THE MONTH OF APRIL EACH YEAR. NOMINATIONS FOR ALL ELECTED OFFICERS WILL ALSO BE ENTERTAINED AT THE LAST GENERAL MEETING IN THE MONTH OF MAY OF EACH YEAR.

ARTICLE VII CONTINUED

SECTION 2. THE ELECTION OF SAID OFFICERS SHALL BE HELD AT THE GENERAL MEETING IN MAY. SUFFICIENT WRITTEN BALLOTS WILL BE PREPARED BY THE ADJUTANT AND DISTRIBUTED, COLLECTED, AND COUNTED BY THE PROVOST MARSHALL, WHO SHALL THEREAFTER, MAKE THE ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE WINNER. ONLY THOSE MEMBERS PRESENT AT THE MEETING SHALL BE 

ENTITLED TO VOTE. BALLOTS OF THE ELECTION SHALL BE DESTROYED BY APPROVAL OF THE MEMBERSHIP ATTENDING THE MEETING. EVERY MEMBER OF THE POST IN GOOD STANDING IS ELIGIBLE TO VOTE AND HOLD OFFICE.

SECTION 3. TO BE ELECTED TO OFFICE YOU MUST BE PRESENT AT THE ELECTION MEETING OR A LETTER OF EXPLANATION SENT TO THE COMMANDER PRIOR TO THE MEETING.

SECTION 4. IN THE EVENT THAT THE OFFICE OF COMMANDER IS VACATED, THE SENIOR VICE 

COMMANDER WILL TAKE OVER THE DUTIES OF THE OFFICE UNTIL THE END OF THE TERM, AND 

FURTHER, THE JUNIOR VICE COMMANDER WILL SUCCEED THE SENIOR VICE COMMANDER. SHOULD ANY OTHER OFFICE BE VACATED, THE COMMANDER IS EMPOWERED TO APPOINT A SUCCESSOR FOR THE COMPLETION OF THE TERM WITH THE APPROVAL OF THE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP. 

SECTION 5. ANY ELECTED OFFICER ABSENT FROM THREE (3) CONSECUTIVE MEETINGS MAY BE 

RELIEVED OF HIS OFFICE BY TWO-THIRDS (2/3) VOTE OF THE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP IN ATTENDANCE AT THAT MEETING.

SECTION 6. IF NO CANDIDATE RECEIVES A MAJORITY OF VOTES ON THE FIRST BALLOT, THE 

TOP FOUR (4) NOMINEES ARE TO BE VOTED UPON ON THE SECOND BALLOT, AND IF NONE OF 

THESE FOUR (4) RECEIVE A MAJORITY VOTE, THE TWO (2) HIGHEST NOMINEES WILL THEN BE VOTED UPON ON THE THIRD BALLOT.

ARTICLE VIII

QUORUM

SECTION 1. A QUORUM OF ALL MEETINGS SHALL CONSIST OF SEVEN (7) REGULAR MEMBERS     AND TWO (2) ELECTED OFFICERS PRESENT IN PERSON.

ARTICLE IX

MEETINGS

SECTION 1. THE AMERICAN VETERANS OF WORLD WAR II, KOREA, AND VIETNAM GREATER PEORIA POST #64 SHALL MEET THE SECOND MONDAY OF EACH MONTH AT A PLACE AND TIME DESIGNATED AT THE PREVIOUS MEETING, UNLESS A SPECIAL MEETING SHALL HAVE BEEN CALLED.

SECTION 2. THERE SHALL BE TWO (2) TYPES OF MEETINGS - NAMELY, THE GENERAL MEETING AND SPECIAL MEETINGS. WRITTEN NOTICES SHALL BE SENT TO ALL MEMBERS IN SUFFICIENT TIME TO NOTIFY THEM OF EACH SPECIAL MEETING, INCLUDING THE OBJECTS THEREOF.

SECTION 3. AT THE GENERAL MEETING IN THE MONTH OF APRIL EACH YEAR, NOMINATIONS FOR ALL ELECTIVE OFFICERS WILL BE ENTERTAINED AND AN ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE BUSINESS TO BE CONSIDERED AT THE GENERAL MEETING WILL BE MADE.

ARTICLE X

COMMITTEES

SECTION 1. TEMPORARY COMMITTEES MAY BE APPOINTED BY THE COMMANDER AND MAY 

CONSIST OF ANY NUMBER OF PERSONS.

ARTICLE X CONTINUED

SECTION 2. ON OR BEFORE THE GENERAL MEETING IN THE MONTH OF FEBRUARY OF EACH YEAR, THE POST COMMANDER SHALL APPOINT HIMSELF AND THE SENIOR VICE COMMANDER AS TWO (2) MEMBERS OF A NOMINATING COMMITTEE CONSISTING OF FIVE (5) MEMBERS. THE REMAINING THREE (3) MEMBERS SHALL BE ELECTED FROM THE FLOOR AT THIS MEETING.

SECTION 3. THE NOMINATING COMMITTEE SHALL MAKE A REPORT AT THE APRIL MEETING AND 

A LIST OF NOMINEES SO CHOSEN BY THE NOMINATING COMMITTEE SHALL BE POSTED ON THE 

BULLETIN BOARD AT THE CLUBROOM AT LEAST TEN (10) DAYS BEFORE THE NEXT GENERAL MEETING.

ARTICLE XI

DUTIES OF OFFICERS

SECTION 1. THE COMMANDER SHALL PRESIDE AT ALL MEETINGS OF THE POST AND OF THE 

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE. HE SHALL BE THE CHIEF BUSINESS EXECUTIVE OF THE POST AND 

PERFORM ALL FUNCTIONS PERTAINING TO THAT POSITION. THE COMMANDER SHALL BE FURNISHED A COPY OF THE ROBERTS RULES OF ORDER, NEWLY REVISED, AND A COPY OF THE BY-LAWS OF POST #64, WHICH HE SHALL BRING TO EVERY MEETING. ANY MEMBER OF THE POST MAY EXAMINE THEM BEFORE OR AFTER EACH MEETING. THEY MUST BE RETURNED IMMEDIATELY TO THE COMMANDER.

SECTION 2. SENIOR VICE COMMANDER SHALL IN THE ABSENCE OF THE POST COMMANDER, FUNCTION IN THE OFFICE. HE SHALL HAVE CHARGE OF THE STANDING COMMITTEE ON MEMBERSHIP AND MAY PERFORM OTHER DUTIES WHEN CALLED UPON BY THE POST COMMANDER.

SECTION 3. JUNIOR VICE COMMANDER SHALL, IN THE ABSENCE OF BOTH POST COMMANDER AND SENIOR VICE COMMANDER, FUNCTION IN THE OFFICE. HE SHALL HAVE CHARGE OF THE STANDING COMMITTEE ON ENTERTAINMENT.

SECTION 4. ADJUTANT SHALL BE THE ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER OF THE POST AND SHALL ACT AS SECRETARY TO THE COMMANDER. HE SHALL BE CHARGED WITH MAINTAINING ALL RECORDS AND CORRESPONDENCE AND SHALL HANDLE ALL ROUTINE BUSINESS OF THE POST. HE MAY RECEIVE COMPENSATION IF SUCH IS RECOMMENDED BY THE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP.

SECTION 5. THE FINANCE OFFICER SHALL BE IN CHARGE OF COLLECTING AND BANKING/ACCOUNTING FOR ALL FUNDS RECEIVED BY THE POST, WITH THE EXCEPTION OF THE CORPORATION FUNDS WHICH SHALL BE ACCOUNTED FOR BY THE CORPORATION BOARD. HE SHALL BE REQUIRED TO FURNISH BOND PAID FOR BY THE POST. IN THE ABSENCE OF THE FINANCE OFFICER, THE COMMANDER SHALL BE EMPOWERED TO SIGN CHECKS AND KEEP RECORDS.

SECTION 6. CHAPLAIN SHALL BE CHARGED WITH THE SPIRITUAL WELFARE OF THE MEMBERS.  ALL SERVICES AND RITUAL SHALL BE OF NONSECTARIAN CHARACTER.

SECTION 7. PUBLIC RELATIONS OFFICER SHALL BE CHARGED WITH KEEPING THE PUBLIC SO 

INFORMED AS TO THE AMERICAN VETERANS OF WORLD WAR II, KOREA, AND VIETNAM ACTIVITIES AND PARTICULARLY AS TO THE ACTIVITIES OF THE LOCAL POST AS TO BUILD GOOD WILL AND COOPERATION.

SECTION 8. JUDGE ADVOCATE SHALL BE THE LEGAL ADVISOR TO THE COMMANDER, EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE, AND SERVICE REHABILITATION OFFICER. ALL CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS OF SUBSIDIARIES OF AMVETS POST 64 (AUXILIARY, SONS OF AMVETS, ETC.) WILL BE REVIEWED BY THE JUDGE ADVOCATE OF SAID POST EACH YEAR.

SECTION 9. THE PROVOST MARSHALL SHALL MAINTAIN ORDER AT ALL MEETINGS OR GATHERINGS AND SHALL COUNT BALLOTS AT ALL ELECTIONS. HE SHALL ALSO PERFORM OTHER DUTIES AS MAY BE CALLED FOR. IN THE CASE OF DEATH OF A MEMBER OF THE POST, THE PROVOST MARSHALL SHALL POST THE COLORS AND DURING VISITATION HAVE TWO (2) MEN IN UNIFORM AS HONOR GUARDS, WITH APPROVAL OF THE IMMEDIATE FAMILY.

ARTICLE XI CONTINUED

SECTION 10. SERVICE AND REHABILITATION OFFICER SHALL BE IN CHARGE OF SECURING AID FOR VETERANS WHO NEED HELP OR RELIEF FROM THE VETERANS ADMINISTRATION OR SIMILAR AGENCIES, WHETHER STATE OR NATIONAL.

ARTICLE XII

DELEGATES TO CONVENTION

SECTION I. AT LEAST TWO (2) WEEKS PRIOR TO THE STATE DEPARTMENT CONVENTION, DELEGATES SHALL BE CHOSEN TO ATTEND THAT EVENT BY AN ELECTION AT THE GENERAL MEETING. THE POST COMMANDER AND IMMEDIATE PAST COMMANDER SHALL BE TWO (2) OF THE DELEGATES. IN THE EVENT THAT THE POST COMMANDERAND/OR PAST COMMANDER CAN NOT ATTEND, ANOTHER DELEGATE SHALL BE ELECTED.

SECTION 2. THE COMMANDER AND IMMEDIATE PAST COMMANDER SHALL BE DELEGATES TO THE 

NATIONAL CONVENTION. IN THE EVENT EITHER IS UNABLE TO ATTEND THE CONVENTION, A 

REPLACEMENT WILL BE CHOSEN BY NOMINATION AND ELECTION FROM THE FLOOR. THEY SHALL 

BE PAID IN ADVANCE IN THE AMOUNT OF TWENTY-FIVE CENTS ($0.25) PER MILE AND 

SEVENTY-FIVE PERCENT (75%) OF THE COST OF THE ROOM, FINANCES PERMITTING. IF 

FOR SOME REASON THE DELEGATE CANNOT ATTEND, THE MONEY SHALL BE RETURNED TO THE POST. IF ONLY ONE DELEGATE ATTENDS, HE/SHE SHALL BE PAID IN FULL.

SECTION 3. DELEGATES TO CONVENTIONS MUST ATTEND FIFTY PERCENT (50%) OF THE POST'S REGULAR MEETINGS HELD DURING THE TWELVE MONTH PERIOD PRIOR TO THE CONVENTION TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR ANY REIMBURSEMENT FROM THE POST.

ARTICLE XIII

DUES

SECTION 1. THE ANNUAL DUES OF THIS POST SHALL BE TWENTY DOLLARS ($25.00), 

ELEVEN DOLLARS ($13.OO) OF THE SUM SHALL BE PAID TO THE NATIONAL HEADQUARTERS AND THREE DOLLARS ($3.00) TO THE STATE DEPARTMENT. THE BALANCE SHALL GO INTO THE GENERAL FUNDS OF THE POST.

SECTION 2. DUES SHALL BE PAYABLE ANNUALLY OR FOR LIFE.

SECTION 3. MEMBERSHIP SHALL BE ON A CALENDAR YEAR BASIS AND SHALL RUN FROM 

JANUARY 1 THROUGH DECEMBER 31.
